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Basic Handgun Shooting Course - Curriculum Guide
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COURSE PURPOSE


The Basic Handgun Shooting Course is designed to develop basic handgun shooting skills for the novice shooter by using .22 and 9mm calibre semi-automatic handguns.  It is hoped that this will create participation in the ownership and use of handguns for recreational, competition, occupational and collecting purposes.

COURSE GOALS

At the completion of this 9 hour course, the student should be able to:

1. Explain handgun design, operation and usage.

2. Select modern ammunition.

3. Operate modern semi-automatic handguns.

4. Apply range procedures and use of personal protective equipment.

5. Demonstrate and practice marksmanship skills by shooting a .22 and 9mm caliber semi-automatic handguns.

6. Describe the laws and regulations affecting firearm owners.

COURSE PREREQUISTES


Completion of the Canadian Restricted Firearm Safety Course (CRFSC) and having a Federal Firearms Licence with Restricted privileges.
COURSE DESIGN AND ACTIVITIES


This course is designed to teach novice shooters how to shoot a handgun.  This course will give the opportunity to put the theoretical from the CRFSC into practice.  For those students who have shot firearms before, the Basic Handgun Shooting Course will help to improve your marksmanship knowledge and skill with a handgun.


The Basic Handgun Shooting Course will cover the basics of handgun and ammunition design, operation, and usage with an emphasis on putting the theoretical into practice.  Classroom activities will include lectures and practice time on handling an assortment of handgun designs.  The class will spend approximately 3 hours shooting semi-automatic handguns.  Optional shooting and practice time maybe available after normal class hours.

COURSE RESOURCES


The students will be required to wear safety glasses and hearing protection during shooting.  Please bring your own safety glasses and hearing protection as long as they meet CSA or ANSI standards requirements.  Some safety glasses and hearing protection maybe borrowed from the instructor.

All firearms, ammunition, targets, etc. will be provided as part of the course fee.  Students who own their own handgun and ammunition may bring it to class subject to the instructor’s prior approval. If you are bringing your own firearm, you will need approximately 300 rounds of 22 LR (40 gr round nose) and 100 rounds of 9mm factory loaded ammunition. 

Students are requested to dress appropriately for outdoor conditions and to bring snacks and lunches, as these are not provided.  Washroom facilities are available at the club.
